Poster Presentation Guidelines

Poster Size: Dimensions: The poster board dimensions for PicFOP 2026 will be 4 feet in height and 3 feet in width. Ensure your content is well aligned within this space.
Title Section: The title of the poster should be in bold and uppercase. It must clearly state the main topic submitted with the abstract. Author names and affiliations should follow the title. Use superscript numbers to link authors to their respective institutions. Include institutional logos or project identifiers in a designated corner if applicable.

Abstract: Provide a brief abstract that summarizes the objectives, methods, key results, and conclusions of your study. 
Introduction: Present the introduction with background information on your research, stating objectives and the rationale. Keep the introduction concise and clear.

Materials & Method: Use diagrams or bullet points to describe the methodology, ensuring it is detailed enough to explain the process but concise for readability. Visual aids such as flowcharts are encouraged.

Results: Present the Research findings using labelled graphs, tables, and/ or figures (e.g., Figure 1, Figure 2).
Discussion: Interpret the findings in this section, linking them back to the research objectives.  

Summary & Conclusion: Provide a summary of the main findings and include any recommendations or future directions for the research.

Acknowledgements and References: Acknowledge any funding sources, institutions, or individuals who contributed to the research. 
Include a small references section for any key citations 
Design and Layout: for details refer Poster Presentation - Template.pptx
Use consistent fonts and font size. Ensure balance between text and visuals.
